Carbon monoxide (CO) is an odorless, tasteless, non-corrosive gas created when fuels (like gasoline, wood,
natural gas) burn incompletely. CO can be produced when there's not enough oxygen for proper burning.

You can take simple steps to detect and prevent CO build up in your home.

Install carbon monoxide dectectors on every level and outside every room where someone sleeps.
Regularly test your carbon monoxide detectors - replace the batteries and/or detectors as needed.
